NCD Organizes 445 Comments!

Focus group sessions at MLC resulted in 445 written comments that have now been organ-
ized into three spreadsheets! Comments reflected individuals' thoughts regarding "inspiring
worship." The overarching theme of these comments was let's make a good thing better
by differentiating our traditional and contemporary services to reflect the cultural demo-

graphic preferences that these services seek to address.

To give you an idea of specific comments, issues identified included differentiating: (1)
hymn/song choices, (2) instruments used, (3) robing/plain clothes, (4) use/organization of
space, (5) chanted/spoken liturgy, (6) worship assistants/roles/ages of participants, and (7)

pace/timing. There were many other comments, too many to elaborate here.

The NCD team has roughly collated the comments into topics and is now in the process of

identifying goals (like "differentiation") from which to create a strategic plan.

Caring about Community

Just this last weekend, | went to a synod workshop
put on by Pacific Violence Prevention Institute on
“Moving from Controversy to Consensus.” As the
title of the workshop conveys, the purpose of the
workshop was to help church leaders help
congregations move to consensus in the midst of
controversy. The controversy could be anything
from what color to paint the church restrooms to

ELCA Assembly actions concerning sexuality.

For a community to have a chance of success in
moving to consensus, four questions need to be

answered in the affirmative by participants.

I. Do | care about my community? If one comes

from outside the community or does not have a
real connection to the community, and with it, little
concern for the community, then little progress will

be made in bringing the church together.

2. Do | want to make my community better/more

effective! St. Paul repeatedly calls on his readers to
build one another up (Romans 15:2; | Corinthians
3:10, 14:12, 26; 2 Corinthians 10:8, 12:19, 13:10;
Ephesians 4:12, 16, 29). A mutual desire for the
health and building up of the church is crucial.

This admonition from Paul is a deep rooted
foundation around which the church seeks to find
unity.

3. Am | willing to listen and work positively with

people in my community who have different

opinions, backgrounds, or beliefs in order to make

my community better? This can be very difficult

especially with hot topics we feel strongly about
whether it be paint color or sexuality statements.
Yet for consensus to be achieved, we must at least
be willing to listen to one another and work
together for the sake of the whole church

community.

4. Am | willing to continue this process even if | don’t

get my own way? This too is difficult. Many of the

various denominations and independent community
churches got their start simply because somebody
didn’t get their own way. Paul has some pretty strong
words about those who seek to divide the church
(Galatians 5). For a community, be it a small group or
an entire church, to come to common ground, each
one must be willing to stay in there, even when the

group goes in a direction we disagree with.

How would you answer these questions?! As a
community of faith grounded in the love of God, one
that provides a sanctuary of care for all people, let us
seek to be the church even in the midst of controversy,
so that the good news of the Risen Christ might be

shared with all.

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What to Do During an Earthquake L
Stay as safe as possible during an earthquake. Be aware that some
earthquakes are actually foreshocks and a larger earthquake might occur.
If indoors
« Drop to the ground, take cover by getting under a sturdy table or
other piece of furniture; and hold on until the shaking stops. If
there isn’t a table or desk near you, cover your face and head with —
your arms and crouch in an inside corner of the building.
« Stay away from glass, windows, outside doors and walls, and
anything that could fall, such as lighting fixtures or furniture.
« Stay in bed if you are there when the earthquake strikes. Hold on and protect your head
with a pillow.
« Use a doorway for shelter only if you know it is a strongly supported, load bearing
doorway.
« Stay inside until the shaking stops and it is safe to go outside.
« Be aware that the electricity may go out or the sprinkler systems or fire alarms may turn

on.
« Do not use the elevators.
If outdoors

« Stay there
« Move away from buildings, streetlights, and utility wires. Once in the open, stay there until
the shaking stops.
« Most earthquakes-related casualties result from collapsing walls, flying glass, and falling
objects.
If in 2 moving vehicle
« Stop as quickly as safety permits and stay in the vehicle. Avoid stopping near or under
buildings, trees, overpasses, and utility wires.
« Proceed cautiously once the earthquake has stopped. Avoid roads, bridges, or ramps that
might have been damaged by the earthquake.
If trapped under debris
« Do not light a match.
« Do not move about or kick up dust.
« Cover your mouth with a handkerchief or clothing.
. Tap on a pipe or wall so rescuers can locate you. Shouting can cause you to inhale
dangerous amounts of dust.
