Bishop to Speak at MLC  

As many of you have heard by now, the ELCA Church-wide Assembly voted in August to direct that 

policies be revised within the ELCA to allow persons in ñpublicly accountable, lifelong, monogamous 

same-sex gender relationships,ò to be rostered, that is to become lay or ordained leaders in the 

church.  When the policies are revised, congregations will have the option of calling a homosexual 

pastor if they so choose. 

This vote has brought division and with it, anger and sadness, in the ELCA and our congregation.  We 

have lost members and my heart goes out to those who are no longer with us and to those of us who 

are hurting because of this action.  I appreciated people sharing their honest feelings in the October 

forum.  As a next step for understanding and healing I have invited Bishop David Brauer-Rieke to join 

us for worship and an opportunity to discuss this action.  He has graciously accepted and will share 

some of the history as to how the ELCA has come to this place.  Opportunity will also be given for 

questions.  I would recommend you listen to the Bishopôs presentation online entitled ñHope, Homo-

sexuality and Hospitality.ò  It is found on the web at http://www.oregonsynod.org/bookoffaith/hhh/

index.html.  

This event will be Wednesday, November 11th, beginning at 6:30 p.m.  Because we are a worshipping 

community, we will begin with a quiet worship and prayer from 6:30 to 7:00 p.m. in the sanctuary.  Fol-

lowing worship, we will have refreshments in the fellowship hall and an opportunity to hear from the 

Bishop.  I pray this will be an opportunity to move us forward in discerning Godôs direction for you and 

for the church as a whole.
